“If the Lord Showed Up Unannounced, 
What Would Your Life Look Like?” 

II Peter 3:8-15a 
 

     The writer of our text seems to think 
that his own life is drawing to a close. 
Some scholars believe that Peter is 
writing his last will and testament. It’s a 
word of encouragement, hoping that 
members of the Christian community 
will take his words to heart. He reminds 
them that “the day of the Lord will 
come like a thief. The heavens will dis-
appear with a roar; and the earth and 
everything done in it will be laid bare.” 
And he asks this question: “What kind 
of people ought you to be?” In other 
words, what would your life look like if 
the Lord showed up unannounced? 
Who would you be? Have you pondered 
those questions recently? Probably not. Most of us don’t. Perhaps we 
can discover answers as we seek God’s guidance and find encourage-
ment in Word and Sacrament.  
 

     Rev. Dr. Johnson served as senior pastor of First Christian Church in 
Fayetteville for 23 years retiring in 2004. Currently he is serving on 
staff at Sequoyah United Methodist Church in Fayetteville where he 
teaches three classes a week and assists in worship. He received his BA 
degree from Phillips University, his M. Div. from the Graduate Semi-
nary, Phillips University. In 1982 he received his Doctorate of Ministry 
degree from Lexington Theological Seminary, Lexington, Kentucky. He 
has done additional graduate work at Boston College and the  
University of Arkansas. He and his wife Mary are the parents of two 
children, Drew and Brooke. Rev. Johnson began his ministry here at 
FCCDOC Fort Smith in 1970 as the congregation’s associate minister.
